We’ve received some excellent logo submissions,  
31 in total, and the winning design has had their logo 
professionally designed by Tom, Director of Design Tribe, 
who has kindly volunteered his time and expertise as 
someone who has registered their interest in the group.

The new website enables all those who have registered 
an interest to now sign up as members and formalise the 
independently constituted group – over 140 registrations 
of interest have now been received!

As an ENRaW Project 
partner they have been instrumental in supporting the 
formation of the group, sharing knowledge and expertise, 
contributing time as volunteers, and resourcing the initial 
set up costs of the group.

We appreciate everyone’s time and effort and look 
forward to a long-term working relationship with the 
community and Friends of Cardiff Reservoirs, helping us 
design and develop volunteering projects and activities.

Woodlands Restoration

Between January – March we have been able to start  
the restoration of the woodlands. 

The first phase of the project has been working with 
Wildlife Trust of South and West Wales, who are  
currently developing the Woodland Management  
Plan. We have also conducted a tree safety survey  
and started to remove the dead trees – which will see 
the wood reclaimed and used for signage and benches 
around the site.

The project is now moving to the next phase which 
includes the removal of waste and invasive species.  
This in turn will enable the regeneration of woodland  
flora and fauna as well as plant connecting hedgerows 
which serve as wildlife corridors.

We currently have our seasonal rangers on site,  
clearing waste that has accumulated over the years.  
To help us reduce our carbon footprint we will be looking 
to work with volunteers and community groups to turn 
appropriate abandoned material into habitat features 
rather than send it to landfill.

Whilst we address all the 
safety issues and take 
measures to protect the 
sensitive ecology, the 
woodland is not open to 
public access unless it is 
part of an organised and 
supervised activity.

Community Engagement

We know that the site is a unique natural resource of 
significant ecological value in the heart of an urban area. 
Over the past six months we have been working with 
ecologists to carry out species surveys for overwintering 
wildfowl and waxcap fungi – both of which are protected 
under SSSI status. (Site for Special Scientific Interest). 

However, the reservoirs are home to a wider range of 
species which rely on the biodiversity of the site and its 
surrounding areas. As part of the ENRaW scheme we 
are able to understand more about the diversity of the 
ecology and will be carrying out bat surveys during the 
months of May to August.

An important part of the scheme is working in 
collaboration to co-create education programmes  
to raise awareness of the ecological value of the site.  
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We were therefore delighted to support Cardiff  
University and Cardiff Metropolitan University who  
worked in partnership to support local primary schools, 
Christ the King and Thornhill, to create school curricula 
based on the reservoirs. 

Unfortunately, due to COVID-19, the pupils involved 
in the project are yet to visit the site – but have been 
lucky enough to work with second year undergraduate 
education students who have delivered virtual sessions  
on outdoor learning and well-being.

It is not just the primary school pupils who have taken 
on the challenge to learn more about the reservoirs. 
University students studying for their MSc in Tourism 
and Event Management are currently researching into 
sustainable travel and understanding the best ways to 
promote and encourage sustainable travel to Lisvane 
and Llanishen reservoirs once open to the public.  
Whilst first year education undergraduates will be 
embarking on the challenge of a ‘virtual’ work experience 
placement to develop numeracy and digital literacy 
learning resources – all based on the reservoirs.

Unauthorised swimming at any of our 
reservoirs is prohibited and extremely dangerous,  
very cold, deep water can cause even strong  
swimmers to find themselves in difficulty.

The site does remain closed to the public, we have 
security present and Welsh Water staff will be visiting  
on a regular basis.
